The turn rofates 115° to throw the bolt, engaging it in a matching adjustable
strike, then turns a further 185° to withdraw the extended bolt back into the
lock body, compressing the weather seals.

The turn hub locks “over center” when locked and the thumb tum stops in @
horizontal position. When unlocked the turn is at 30° off the vertical.

The case is made of brass, with brass and 316 grade stainless steel
components. Internal springs are 304 grade sfainless steel for the best
service life.
